Type your name, address and phone number at the top left corner of page one. Please attach a copy of your senior picture (or a current photo if you didn’t get senior pictures) with your essay. The photo will be used with media publications that acknowledge your accomplishments.
2. Your essay must be completed and sent to the Dickinson Iron Volunteer Center or turned in to your school guidance office.
3. The essay should include your thoughtful responses to these questions:

a. What community issues did you address during your service?  

b. What motivated you to become involved in these projects?
c. What is the most significant thing you have learned from your service experience?

d. What impact does your commitment to service have on your future plans?
